. KOREAN TRANSLATION FOR INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS
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At The Scots School we believe that the progress of the student in the acquisition of English as a Second
Language will be accelerated by immersion within the mainstream classes. However, in order to reach
required levels of acquisition in time to sit for Australian Examinations, such as the New South Wales School
Certificate (Year 10) and the Higher School Certificate (Year 12), the student will require additional assistance

to succeed. To this end the following program is offered.
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The first week at school for any new student will involve testing in the areas of Oral interaction, Reading and
responding and Writing. When the student is deemed to be capable of working at Level 3 of the Australian
ESL scales then they will follow the mainstream inclusion program. If the student does not reach this level

then a special ESL program will be designed to help them enter the mainstream as soon as possible.
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Please note that on enrolment of new students, it is the expectation of The Scots School that the student will

remain at the School until the completion of the English Stage that they have enrolled into.
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Year

English

ESL Program

(Levels mentioned below refer to the Australian ESL Scale Levels)

K-6

1-3

At this stage students are fully immersed within their age related classes. ESL
Department support is given to the classroom teacher and some additional ESL work
may be given to the student in the form of computer generated learning activities or self

paced bookwork. This work is usually given when the mainstream class is working on

activities that are beyond the student's comprehension level.




7&8

At this stage students that are working at Level 3 or above follow the same timetable as
the mainstream class but are withdrawn for ESL extension work for up to 5 periods per
week. If however, the student is having particular difficulty within a subject area, then
after consultation with the classroom teacher, extra support may be given by the ESL
Department. ESL extension work with this stage will concentrate on basic writing skills,

increasing the vocabulary and raising the reading ability in English.

9&10

At this stage students that are working at Level 3 or above follow the same timetable as
the mainstream class but are withdrawn for ESL extension work for up to 5 periods per
week. This withdrawal takes place when an elective subject is being offered. It is
expected that these students will sit their School Certificate near the completion of Year
10, therefore they will be given additional ESL support for specific subject areas, in
consultation with the Head of Department for those areas. ESL work will also concentrate

on subject vocabulary, English grammatical skills and English genre's.

11 & 12

To achieve at this stage the student needs to be working at levels 4 - 5 at least. Students
that require a high UAI to enter University will need to be working at Levels 6 - 8. If their
results from their Year 11 examinations are not satisfactory, then international students
are expected to consider a "Pathways Program", which requires the student to complete
Year 11 & 12 over 3 years. ESL is covered in the English subject choice and all
assistance is given to the students to help them excel in this area. It is also advised that
international students study an additional language as well as English, through
agreements the School has with outside providers. This choice will increase the student's
chances of a higher UAI. Subject specific support is available daily, as the need arises,
through the ESL Department. Some students also require additional coaching and this
can be arranged for the student through an outside tutor. All outside providers and tutors

are at an additional cost to the student.
